Digital Photography 2 (Adobe Photoshop for Photographers)

Class Code: OS657 (10 credit point)


Rationale
The class has been designed by Faculty of Humanities & Social Sciences staff and the Centre for Lifelong Learning in response to the general move away from film-based photography. It is therefore responding to market needs and challenges. The aim of this class is enable students to experience the digital photography and image manipulation process. Through this experience students will gain the necessary skills to enable them to apply appropriate image manipulation techniques and format the images for use in a variety of professional contexts. This class replaces Photography 1 (OS471) in previous programmes and is marketed under the title Adobe Photoshop for Photographers.

Learning Outcomes

On completion of the class, participants will be able to: 
· Process images using Camera Raw setting and related software package

· Download images , resize and format for a range of professional contexts

· Perform non-destructive editing

· Apply perspective control and filters to an image

· Apply photo retouching through cloning

· Add text to images

Class Outline

The following represents an overview of the main areas to be covered. It does not necessarily represent the order in which topics will be addressed, nor does it imply that equal time will be devoted to each topic.

· The role of Adobe Organizer to download, catalogue and organize digital images

· The use of Camera Raw software to process images and preserve as DNG files

· Crop and change the ratio of an image

· Selection tools and Cloning 
· Controlling and correcting perspective

· Non destructive editing using adjustment layers

· Adding text to images
Mode of Delivery / Methods of Presentation

The class will be delivered through a mixture of lecture and practical sessions which will involve a brief and or demonstration. Exercises will be closely supervised and guided by the tutor. Care will be taken to ensure that the exercises undertaken are linked to the professional context of the class participant.
Assessment

There are two elements to the assessment:
A. A folio of 8 photographs taken during the class, demonstrating competence in the key learning outcomes (100%)
B. An analytical summation of the progress they have made throughout the class in the form of a learning log of 600 words (+ or – 10%). A template and an exemplar are provided, and it is stressed that this is a reflective exercise, for the student’s own benefit.  
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
