LEARN TO DRAW 
Class Code: OS641

Level: 10 credit points
Rationale

Drawing classes have been a significant element in the centre’s provision for many years. This introductory level class is aimed at complete beginners who have an interest in drawing and is a foundation for more advanced study. It will introduce participants to aspects of studio practice in drawing, and will explain, through practical activity, the progressive steps towards making accurate freehand drawings. Drawing exercises in class will be closely supervised and guided by the tutor. Exercises and studies used in class and suggested work for out of class will articulate week on week and are aimed at creating a small but achievable portfolio.  This class replaces Learning to Draw 1 offered in previous programmes

Learning Outcomes

On completion of the class, students will be able to: 

· Handle line and tone with confidence.

· Make accurate freehand three-dimensional drawings

· Demonstrates competence in using form, perspective and proportion in still life drawing

· Demonstrate an understanding of composition. 

Class Outline

The following represents an overview of the main areas to be covered. It does not necessarily represent the order in which topics will be addressed, nor does it imply that equal time will be devoted to each topic.

· Two-dimensional elements: line, tone and shape 

· Three-dimensional elements; tone and perspective

· Throughout the class, the work of various well-known artists will be used to encourage reflection on students’ work and to assist and stimulate discussion and reflection on technical problems and various techniques.

· Using other media

· Sketching and economy of line

Mode of Delivery / Methods of Presentation

The class will be delivered through practical sessions involving a tutor-led brief and/or demonstration. Exercises in class will be closely supervised and guided by the tutor. The individualistic approach adopted places the class within the liberal adult education tradition. Students are responsible for the purchase of their own materials and a list of materials suggested by the tutor will be supplied at the first class meeting.

Assessment

There are three elements to the assessment:

A. 2 still life drawings which demonstrate the ability to compose a drawing proficiently and make appropriate use of line and tone. One of these must be done outwith the class. (40%)

B. 2 drawings which demonstrate a command of several drawing techniques, such as perspective and proportion, and drawing media. One of these must be done outwith the class. (40%)

C. 3 five-minute sketches in pencil or other medium. (20%)
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
