TAKING YOUR OIL PAINTING FURTHER 2
Class Code: OS148

Level: 10 credit points
Rationale

This class is for students with experience of painting with oils.  The class will focus in particular on: creating compositions which include the human figure.  Students will be introduced to figurative painting and will be encouraged to work and develop their own individual painting style and subject matter working from their own source material.  
Learning Outcomes

On completion of the class, students will be able to: 

· Produce paintings of compositions including the human form in indoor and outdoor setting

· Structure a painting which includes a group of people and demonstrates balance and rhythm

· Produce a painting from a self-motivated brief

Class Outline

The following represents an overview of the main areas to be covered. It does not necessarily represent the order in which topics will be addressed, nor does it imply that equal time will be devoted to each topic.

· The benefits of peer assessment in assisting with the development of a style
· Introduction to the rendering of the human figure using oils
· Rhythm in group paintings
· Exploring a subject of the participant’s choice using oil techniques
· Introduction to creating balanced compositions
· Throughout the class the work of various well known artists will be used to encourage reflection on student’s work and to assist and stimulate discussion and reflection on technical problems and various techniques.
Mode of Delivery / Methods of Presentation

The class will be delivered through practical sessions involving a tutor-led brief and/or demonstration. Exercises in class will be closely supervised and guided by the tutor. The individualistic approach adopted places the class within the liberal adult education tradition. Students are responsible for the purchase of their own materials and a list of materials suggested by the tutor will be supplied at the first class meeting.

Assessment

There are four elements to the assessment:

A. A composition including the human figure. (25%)

B. A painting showing the genesis of an individual style and subject (this painting will be discussed, commented on and informally assessed by peer learners). (25%)

C. A 500 word (+ or -10%) analytical commentary on the difficulties encountered in the second assessment. (25%)
D. Learning Journal which will comprise of a weekly entry which shows reflection on own learning and how practice may be influenced/altered as a result. (25%)
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
