Drawing & Painting Stage 3  [OS403]

[10 credit points]

Class Outline

The focus of this class is the introduction and development of drawing and painting techniques to render subjects accurately and convey mood.  Students will consolidate and extend the drawing and painting techniques introduced in the earlier class Drawing and Painting 2 [OS402].  In the first part of the class a series of progressive exercises and studies with an emphasis on still life subjects will extend drawing skills.  In the second part the focus of the class moves on to painting.  Students will be encouraged to develop their response to landscape and natural forms and works by established painters in this field will be examined.  

 Learning Outcomes:  on completion of the class you can expect to be able to:

demonstrate confidence in rendering still life drawings in colour accurately

-
demonstrate confidence in composing paintings and the ability to paint a series of paintings on one subject which conveys different moods

-
recognise and discuss various paintings techniques with reference to works by established artists whose paintings are considered in this class.

Teaching Programme:  the following list presents an overview of the areas which will be covered during class meetings.  Exercises and studies in class using various media to further develop observational skills for drawing, explore composition and individual students' painting techniques will be on-going and closely supervised and guided by the tutor.  Works by established painters, including the Impressionists, and their approaches to painting a range of subjects in different stages in time or climatic conditions will be considered before students begin a tutor-led project to explore this theme.  Instruction on a one-to-one basis will be a feature of the second part of this class.  

Part 1
Drawing : Still Life
-
Exploring proportion and perspective: review of drawing techniques for still life

-
Investigation of techniques appropriate to various media for still life drawing (e.g. charcoal and pen and ink-studies).

Exploring mixed media for still life drawing: drawing projects which combine techniques and subjects introduced earlier. 



Part 2
Painting 

-
Illustrated lecture to examine the approaches taken by established painters in their treatment of various subjects at different stages in time or climatic conditions (e.g. The Impressionists)

-
Project: A sequence of paintings using an appropriate medium of the student's choice i.e. either acrylics or watercolours to represent a subject over different stages in time or climatic conditions.
Theory: Throughout the class, the work of various well-known artists will be used to encourage reflection on students’ work and to assist and stimulate discussion and reflection on technical problems and various techniques.

Personal tutorials on project theme continued 

Pre-requisites:  it is expected that students entering this class already be experienced in two and three dimensional elements in drawing and be familiar with techniques of composition, watercolour and opaque painting materials and their qualities.

Duration:  2 hours per week for 20 weeks
Assessment :  this class is assessed entirely by coursework selected by you for submission by the last class meeting.  Active contribution to the seminar session about the work of established painters is also expected.  Half of the assessment effort will be represented by drawing: 4 drawings, each demonstrating a different technique.  The remaining half of the assessment effort will be represented by painting: 4 paintings using a medium of the student's choice i.e. either acrylics or watercolours which demonstrate the ability to use colour, texture and paint quality in a sequence of paintings which show a subject over different stages in time or in different climatic conditions and which convey appropriate moods. 

Materials:  students are responsible for the purchase of their own materials.  The tutor will advise on suitable artists' materials for this class at the first class meeting.
