TAKING ACRYLICS FURTHER 3 
Class Code: OS658 (10 credit points)
Rationale

This is the final Acrylic class in the Open Studies curriculum and therefore aims to develop and extend participants’ skills by setting a programme of challenging tasks in acrylic. This will further develop personal techniques and extend the range of materials used in painting, including mixed media, pen and collage. Different subjects will be tackled to allow opportunity to explore different moods and problems. The second part of the class allows the student to choose a personal theme for further development. Students will be encouraged to explore the theme using as many different types of acrylic technique as possible. In a class of this nature formative peer assessment is vital and students will be encouraged to comment on the work of their fellow students. Group peer assessment will give participants the opportunity to explain and discuss the processes involved in the creation of their work, and thus develop self-assessment and independent learning skills. Participants must be at the skill and theoretical level obtained through completion of Taking your Acrylics Further 2 (OS644 and replaces Stage 6 Drawing and Painting – Expressive Painting 2 (OS427) offered in previous programmes.

Learning Outcomes

On completion of the class, students will be able to: 

· Demonstrate the effective use of different painting implements to produce visual effects

· Outline and explain the characteristics of different painting surfaces

· Handle acrylic paint on two different types of surface

· Comment on their own progress and that of others in the class

Class Outline

The following represents an overview of the main areas to be covered. It does not necessarily represent the order in which topics will be addressed, nor does it imply that equal time will be devoted to each topic.

· Painting implements: palette knives, cheesecloth and rags, string, sponges, eyedroppers, feathers

· Painting surfaces: canvas, paper, cardboard, wood, silk, glass, metal

· Surface characteristics: absorbent surfaces, non-absorbent surfaces, gritty surfaces, drip resist and painted resist, metallic under-painting

· Seminar on the work of some established artists for discussion and reflection on personal progress

· Peer assessment.
Mode of Delivery / Methods of Presentation

The class will be delivered through practical sessions involving a series of challenging tutor-led briefs and/or demonstrations. Exercises in class will be closely supervised and guided by the tutor. Students are responsible for the purchase of their own materials and a list of materials suggested by the tutor will be supplied at the first class meeting.

Assessment

There are two elements to the assessment:

A. 2 separate paintings demonstrating competence in the use of a range of different acrylic techniques and materials (one of these to be discussed, commented on, and informally assessed by other students)
