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Rationale

This class aims to enhance participants’ ability to analyse and appreciate art with an introduction to the art and culture of Scottish Art. Through a chronological survey from the mid-18th century to the present day there will be an emphasis on the various styles and stylistic changes which characterise Scottish Art. Students will develop an appreciation of these stylistic features and changes and of the Scottish culture in which they took place. This class replaces Scottish Art: 1740 to present day (OS302) offered in previous programmes.
Learning Outcomes

On completion of the class students will be able to:

· Identify and describe examples of the stylistic features and concerns of Scottish artists.
· Account for stylistic changes with reference to their historical context.
· Identify similarities and differences between two works of art.

· Explore their personal response to works of Scottish art using appropriate vocabulary.

· Discuss what is meant by “Scottishness” in art.
Generic or Key Skills

Class Outline

The following represents an overview of the main areas to be covered. It does not necessarily represent the order in which topics will be addressed, nor does it imply that equal time will be devoted to each topic.

· The “Romantic” in Victorian Scottish Art

· The “Sublime” in Victorian Scottish Art

· Scottish Art’s response to the twentieth century
Mode of Delivery / Methods of Presentation

Class meetings will take the form of illustrated lectures followed by discussion with students to consider the works of art viewed during the lecture in more depth. Brief reference will be made at the end of the class to styles beyond those of Scotland, in order to give contemporary comparisons from the mainland of Europe.  

A visit to the Kelvingrove Art Gallery will be arranged and led by the Tutor and this will replace one of the normal class meetings. 

Assessment
There are three elements to the assessment:

A. A visual interpretation essay of 300-500 words (25%) 
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A short answer test on the definition of key terms (25%). 

C. A written assignment of 1,000 words (50%)  
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
